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In response to the 250 recommendations, which India received during its third review of the Universal
Periodic Review (UPR) mechanism of the Human Rights Council on 4 May 2017, the Government of India
(Gol) accepted nine recommendations related to caste-based discrimination.' The accepted
recommendations, were made by a cross-regional group of states: USA, Peru, Argentina, France,
Germany, Mexico, Kyrgyzstan, and two from the Holy See (see the recommendations below).

The report of the UPR working group (A/HRC/36/10) included thirteen recommendations concerning caste
discrimination and the situation of Dalits in India. The caste-related recommendations were also made by
Czech Republic, Bahrain, Pakistan and Ireland, but their recommendations were only noted. In addition,
Guatemala and Sweden made observations related to caste during the interactive dialogue and Norway,
Czech Republic and Germany raised questions on the situation of Dalits in advance of the review. Thus, a
total of 15 states made interventions with explicit recognition of the challenges faced by the Dalit
community in the third UPR."

In its responses to the recommendations (A/HRC/36/10/Add.1), the Gol unfortunately does not provide
information on how it intends to follow up on the accepted or noted recommendations.

Monitoring of UPR recommendations in third cycle

The UPR mechanism was established to prompt, support, and expand the promotion and protection of
human rights on the ground in all states. The third and subsequent cycles of the review should focus on,
inter alia, the implementation of the accepted recommendations and the development of human rights
situations in the State under review. To achieve this, the UPR involves assessing States’ human rights
records and addressing human rights violations wherever they occur. As part of the mechanism, states are
encouraged to provide the Council with a midterm update on follow-up to accepted recommendations,
and to conduct broad consultations with all relevant stakeholders.

» Recommendation:

To give this mechanism full effect, IDSN urges all states to regularly monitor the implementation
of UPR recommendations and developments on the ground in India with a particular focus on
the most vulnerable, incl. the Dalits and other marginalized groups, in the coming 4.5 year cycle.
