Lockdown affected the Dalit community the most in all
aspect. Lakhs of migrant workers walking thousand
kilometers just to reach their way back from to their village
leaving behind the cities, in which they made their journey to
earn their livelihood.

Most of them are unemployed now, many of them haven’t
received the salary even for the period they have worked.
According to record, 400 million informal workers in India,
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are at a state of livelihood.

Alongside, this uncertainity, and food insecurity, the people
of Dalit community further facing caste discrimination. In a
survey done in Tamil Nadu, it has been found that SC/ST
workers had not received their wages, while the dominant
caste workers had. Even many of these workers had not
recived any cash transfers as promised by the government.

Of the 20 person surveyed, only 2 had received Rs1300, as
wages during the lockdown. 11 of the participant of the
survey, does not hold any Jan Dhan Account, and thus most
of them did not received any cash transfers announced by the
central and the state government under various schemes like
(Kisan Samman Nidhi Scheme, National Social Assistance
Programme.)

‘During lockdown, SC workers across India are working for
longer hours and getting paid less’, said Rahul Sapkal,
School of Labour and Management Studies, TISS.

The Vaanvil team, who conducted the survey stated, that as
unemployment rate is on rise, the Dalit hamlet will be easy
target.

Activists Say Upper Castes in TN Using Lockdown as
Opportunity for Assaults.

Four Dalits have been murdered. Honour killings, group
attacks, murders, rape and harassment have all happened.
They say domestic violence has increased in the society.
Caste-based violence has also increased now, and the victims
are not even able to complain properly due to the lockdown.
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The incidents have increased with migrant workers, most of
them from lower castes, returning to villages from cities.
While many of them, especially ones that have returned from
Covid-19 hotspot Koyambedu, have been quarantined, their
family members are facing the brunt of discrimination. In
some villages in Tiruvannamalai district, upper caste people
have allegedly even placed thorns outside Dalit colonies to
ensure they don't move out.

In Nilakottai, there have been incidents where shops have
refused supplying to Dalits, because of the perception that
they are not hygienic people. Sanitary workers, scavengers,
maids... there is a perception that they are not clean. This
discrimination, when added with the caste factor, has
increased manifold. Not all have bathrooms in their houses.
Government bathrooms are hardly in usable conditions, so
they still use open spaces. Now they're not able to come out,
and are struggling.

Two upper caste boys, who were quarantined here, refused to
eat food made by the hand of the Dalit food mother who
lives in the village. People from Himachal Pradesh and
Haldwani are kept in the quarantine center built in the
school. The responsibility of making food and drink in the
center has been given to a Dalit woman who works as a food
mother in the school. But two quarantined young men in
school are refusing to eat this woman's hand-made food and
the food given to them. This is why home-cooked food is
being ordered for both of them.
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The village head Mukesh Chandra Buddhist has complained
to the patwari of Nai Patti. Here 5 migrants from outside
have been quarantined in their village. Which includes three
Dalits and two upper castes. But the upper castes refused to
have food at the quarantine center. Both argue that the
woman making the food is a Dalit, so they cannot eat the
food on her hand. Therefore, they should be given home
food. Pradhan has demanded a case against both upper castes
under the SC ST Act. Patwari has given assurance of action
on the village head.

Dungarram Meghwal was murdered by Bhagwan Singh urf
Bhagsingh, son of Dewi Singh (Caste Rajput) of BhatKoriya,
Arjunram son of Mana Singh, (Caste Devasi) of
BhatKoriya,Babu Singh (Caste Rajput), Mahendra Singh (Caste
Rajput), and Baburam (Caste Devasi).

On the morning of April 18, according to Dungarram’s family —
the victim and his two brothers Banshilal Meghwal and
Kesharam Meghwal had gone to their family land, a three
kilometres distance from their home. The land falls in the area
of the village Bhat Koriya, the assailants’ village. Given the
lockdown enforced in the country amid the outbreak of
COVID-19, the brothers thought of utilizing the time to fence
their land.

The local Hindi media reported the incident as a matter of land
dispute. However, relatives and activists say that the murder
was not just the result of a land dispute but occurred due to the
prevalent casteist mindset and upper-caste dominance.

The accused belong to two upper-caste Rajput and Devasi
families, who live near Meghwal family land in Bhat Koriya.

A group of upper-caste men allegedly beat up a 21-year-old
Dalit resident, named Jitendra, so badly that he died nine days
later.

His alleged crime: he sat on a chair and ate in their presence at a
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wedding.

The wedding food had been cooked by upper-caste residents
because many people in remote regions don't touch any food
prepared by Dalits, who are the bottom of the rigid Hindu caste
hierarchy.

The scuffle happened when food was being served. The
controversy erupted over who was sitting on the chair,” police
officer Ashok Kumar said.

The incident has been registered under the Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities Act) - a law
meant to protect historically oppressed communities.

Gangapur Bhilwada was allegedly beaten up by Jats for

‘opening his essential items shop and for keeping a picture of
Ambedkar.’

The fight at the shop was not the end of it. The perpetrators
after beating him used casteist slur against Salvi’s wife, who
works in an Anganwadi centre demanding she shouldn’t enter
the homes of upper caste people, Salvi says.

His family was called in the middle of the village along with
other villagers and issued a threat that if anyone talks to the
family they will have to pay a fine of Rs. 11,000. The
perpetrators also banned the family from accessing Panghat
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(water source).

Having studied law and being an activist determined to end
caste discrimination in his village, Salvi decided to take the
legal route to and thus he submitted an application with the
police on the very day of the incident but the FIR was not filed.

“Under section 151, Thana Prabhari (Station Incharge) arrested
the perpetrators but released them in the morning after
presenting them before SDM.”

Despite taking legitimate legal recourse, Paras received death
threats.

Paras made a video in which he raised his complaints and
emailed it to Bhilwada Superintendent of Police (SP).

The police officials started the legal procedure and accepted
Salvi’s application.

It was finally on April 22, that Salvi was able to file an FIR
against the perpetrators, including submitting his wife’s and
mother’s statement before the police.

On April 23, Velicham TV reporter Aadhi Suresh was assaulted
by a group of people for reporting on the vandalising of an
Ambedkar portrait before the lockdown. Since then, there has
been very obvious friction between Suresh and the group, led

“On the day of the incident, I had dropped my wife who is a
constable in a local police station for her night duty and was
returning home.

After Suresh fell on the ground, the group fled, thinking he was
dead. Thirty people have been arrested in connection with this
assault.

A Dalit boy, Sathish Kumar (name changed to protect identity),
18, was beaten and made to drink urine on May 17. According
to villagers, and a young girl belonging to a Backward Caste
were in love and intended to get married.

The girl’s family allegedly perpetrated the vicious assault on
the young Dalit boy.

Sathish lodged a complaint with the police on May 18 against
four persons, saying they attacked him and made him drink
urine when he asked for water. In his complaint, he stated that
he was beaten severely after being forced to lie on a hot rock.

Satish and the girl both were in love for two years and wanted
to get marred. They met on May 16 in the evening and stayed in
a temple all night. When we were searching for them, the girl's
family and supporters traced them on the afternoon of May 17
and beaten Satish severely. They forced him to remove his shirt
and lie on a hot rock before beating him. They have used
casteist slurs against him. A case under Prevention of Atrocities
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against SC and ST Act has been lodged.However,the next day,
a complaint was lodged in the girl’s name on Satish saying he
tried to rape her after taking her to the temple.

As the virus spreads,
doctors & medical staff across the country report an acute
shortage of Personal Protective Equipments (ppes).

The sanitation workers at this point of time, are only provided
with some pairs of gloves and few masks which got torn after
just a day.

On demanding hand soap, the contractor gave them a cheap
soap. When the workers asked for dettol soap, the contractor
refused and said, “what will you guys do with dettol?”

Sanitation workers, almost all of whom are from the dalit
community, are rarely given protective gear. And today even in
this pandemic, essentials like masks, gloves and hand sanitisers
or just simple soap are not provided.

Even as China battles global Sinophobia over COVID-19—
since the disease was first reported from Wuhan—in India,
people of the northeast are facing increasing harassment and
violence over their looks.

A New Delhi-based organisation, Rights and Risks Analysis
Group (RRAG), has brought out a report documenting the
harassment that people from the northeast are facing as the
pandemic rages across the world. The report, called
Coronavirus Pandemic: India's Mongoloid Looking People
Face Upsurge of Racism, documents 22 reported cases of hate
and racial discrimination between February 7 and March 25.

He said that people from these states were being slandered with
terms like “corona”, “Chinese”, “chinki”, being spat at and
forcibly quarantined even though they showed no symptoms.
They have been denied entry into apartment complexes, forced
to evict their flats, and even asked to leave restaurants (before
lockdown).

The report cites the case of a Manipuri woman who was
returning home in Delhi on March 22 when a man passed lewd
comments. When she protested, he allegedly called her 'corona’
and spat pan juice on her. He was subsequently arrested.

Rinzin Dorjee (74) and his daughter Tsering Yangzom who
were reportedly denied entry to a Mulund society in Mumbai on
March 16 as residents thought they were Chinese.

Dorjee, a cancer patient, had a rented apartment in the society,
but that day, he was stopped by the security guard as they
thought he might be infected with corona, reports say.

The
woman from the Vanniyar community and from the nearby
Ondikudisai hamlet, fell in love with Sudhakar and both got
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Nadu

married at Walajah town about six months ago.

Her family was strongly opposed to the marriage. It convened a
local panchayat (akin to the khap panchayats in north India),
which ruled their marriage null and void and forcefully
separated the couple. They also beat up Sudhakar and chased
him away from the village. Since only three families of the
Oddar caste, who used to dig trenches and pits for sundry
works, live in the village, none raised their voice against the
diktat of the local panchayat, in which Vanniyars are in a
majority. Sudhakar’s parents are poor daily wage labourers, so
they preferred to remain silent.

When the country shut down owing to the pandemic, Sudhakar
found it extremely difficult to make ends meet in Chennai. He
chose to return to the village. He made an attempt to meet his
wife, which infuriated the girl’s relatives and caste people. On
March 27, when he was alone near the village tank, the girl’s
father, Moorthy (56), and his relative, Kadiravan, attacked
Sudhakar with iron rods. He died on the spot.

dominant Maratha community ended on a bloody note when
Babu Pawar and his two sons were brutally killed . The Pawars
belonged to the denotified Pardhi tribe, classified as a
Scheduled Tribe in Maharashtra.

Pawar’s family had been fighting legally to get their 3.5-acre
plot of land back from Sachin and Hanumanth Nimabalkar.
During this long-drawn struggle, the Pawar family was pushed
out of the village and were forced to stay 40 km away in
Ambejogai.

On May 13, around 27 persons of the Pawar family finally
mustered courage and decided to return to their village and
restart their lives again.

Within less than an hour of returning, the accused had
mobilised people from their family and other Maratha men
from the village and attacked the Pawars.

According to him, the victims were chased for over a kilometre,
and then pushed under a tractor and finally stabbed multiple
times with a knife and swords. Their severed bodies were found
strewn at least a kilometre apart in different parts of the village.
Three other persons, including Prakash’s wife Daduli, have
been injured in the attack and are undergoing treatment at the
district civil hospital.

The accused have also set fire to motorbikes and other personal
belongings of the victim.

12 persons have been arrested and another six are absconding.

Nine passengers have been found dead in Shramik Special
trains since Monday because of extreme heat, hunger and
dehydration, and this includes a woman whose toddler son was
seen trying to wake her up in a heart wrenching scene at a
railway platform in Bihar.

While a few deaths on board the non-air conditioned trains were
also reported earlier after they were launched on May 1 to ferry
migrant labourers to their home states, the Railways on
Wednesday said most of the deceased had pre-existing health
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conditions, news agency PTI reported.

The nine deaths on different trains heading to Uttar Pradesh and
Bihar occurred since Monday but were reported by the
Railways and civil authorities in the two states on Wednesday

Ramakant Upadhyay, the Dy SP of the Government Railway
Police (GRP) in Muzaffarpur, said the incident occurred on
May 25 when the migrant woman was on her way to
Muzaffarpur from Ahmedabad by a Shramik Special train.

He told reporters the woman, who was accompanied by her
sister and brother-in-law, had died on the Madhubani-bound
train.

"My sister-in-law died suddenly on the train. We did not face
any problem getting food or water,"” the officer said, quoting the
deceased's brother-in-law who he did not name.

The Railways attributed her death to a pre-existing heart
condition for which she underwent a recent surgery, also
reportedly corroborated by her son..

Another death reported from Muzaffarpur was that of a four-
and-a-half-year-old son of a migrant from Bihar based in Delhi.

The BJP government in Tripura, led by Biplab Kumar Deb, has
not provided food to any child under the mid-day meal (MDM)
scheme while the schools remained closed during the
lockdown, according to documents accessed by ‘The Wire’
under the Right to Information.

An RTI query shows that the mid-day meal allowance for
Tripura primary school students is less than Rs 5 a day

However, in Tripura, the state government did not provide
meals to the children, but instead credited the accounts of
students or their relatives with a lump sum that is less than the
amount prescribed as the cost of cooking under the MDM
scheme.
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However, the amount allocated per student by the state
government is much less than even the cooking cost.

According to the letter, the Tripura government asked the
inspector of schools to credit Rs 150 at the rate of Rs 5 per day
to the accounts of primary school students (Class 1 to V) and Rs
210 at Rs 7 per day to the students at the upper primary level
(Class VI-VIII) for a period of 30 days between March 17 and
April 17, 2020.

However, new norms came into effect on April 1 and since
then, only the cooking cost per child per school day has been
transferred to the students’ accounts. This works out to Rs 4.97
and Rs 7.45 per day at primary and upper primary levels
respectively, which includes the procurement of pulses,
vegetables, oil, spices and fuel.

It is therefore clear that the Tripura government failed to
provide not only food grains to the children, but even the full
cost of cooking. The state government called this a ‘food
security allowance,” even though according to the MDM
scheme, such an allowance should include both the cost of food
grains and the cooking cost.

Devika Balakrishnan, the 14-year-old daughter of a daily wage
labourer in Kerala, commited suicide, who was unable to attend
online classes because she did not have a television or
smartphone.

Schools have been shut across India since the country locked
down its 1.3 billion people on March 25 to curb the spread of
the coronavirus, leaving millions of children whose families
cannot afford expensive devices with no access to education




But schools have not yet reopened and Kerala began its
academic year on Monday with classes broadcast on television
and online channel for more than four million students.

Gunawant Makwana, a 70 yrs old Covid-19 Patient was
admitted at Ahmedabad Civil Hospital on 10t May and later
his body was found on the streets, rather on a bus stop Gujarat’s
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10 km away from Ahmedabad Civil Hospital.

His family members were forced to carry his body themselves
without any protective gear.

Son of Gunvant Makwana had no idea about his father’s
condition, as no one is allowed to visit the isolation ward and
the hospital had asked him to go home.

The police found Gunvant Makwana’s body lying at Danilimda
BRTS stop at 3 am the previous night, and they took it to SVP
hospital. When my family reached there, the post-mortem was
already done, but we have not yet received the report. They say
he died of COVID, but they have no idea when or where.

Kirti Makwana has claimed that the family was given no body
bag or ambulance to take the body to a crematorium.

Family spent Rs 1,500 to buy a plastic sheet to cover the body,
and the ward boy took another Rs 200 to spray disinfectant on
it. They had to carry the body on their own to the cremation
ground. When asked for masks and gloves, the hospital said
they had to buy it on their own, which they could not afford..

The villagers told that they should provide food
by the panchayat, but the panchayat has refused to give food, so
they go from their homes.

The four-and-a-half- year-old son of migrants from Bihar based
in Delhi died at the railway station here on arrival by a
‘Shramik Special’ train, while his father desperately hunted for
some milk he believed will save his child.

Magsood Alam alias Mohd Pintu, the bereaved father, worked
as a house painter until the coronavirus-induced lockdown
rendered him jobless and drove him to penury, forcing the
family to leave their rented home in a Delhi slum and head

home after selling off their meagre belongings.

Accompanied by wife Zeba and son Ishag, Alam had started the

journey to reach his native place in West Champaran.

The child had fallen ill, apparently because of oppressive heat.
By the time train reached Muzaffarpur junction his condition
had deteriorated considerably. He ran pillar to post searching

for some milk for his son. The administration took too long to
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respond and the child lost the battle for life.

Deputy Superintendent of Police, Railway, Ramakant
Upadhyay, however, claimed the boy was ailing for some time
and had died before the train reached Muzaffarpur station.

He said arrangements were made for the family’s journey to
West Champaran by the administration, which also made an ex-
gratia payment.

Incidentally, on the very same day and around the same time, a
train pulled up on a different platform carrying hordes of
migrants. Among whom was a woman who breathed her last
shortly before Ishaq’s death.
